Ayatollah threatens intellectuals

Dustbin of death
awaits Left,
warns Khomeini

Ayatollah Khomeinl yester-
day threatened to cast left-
wingers into *the dustbin of
death™ and also -delivered a
warning to intellectuals with
connections jin the United
States. '

His declaration followed
three dars of street violence in
Tehran_in which hardline, pro-
Khomeini supporters fought
with Left-wingers. In a sgeech
on the eve of the pro-Pales-
{inian Jerusalem Day, the Aya-
tollah said: "“(It) is a day
when we should warn these in-
tellectuals who have relations
with America and with Amer-

ican agents: If they don't stop
meddling they will be
crushed.”

The religious leader had pre-
viously declared the last Fri-
day of the holy month of
P .adan Jerusalem Day and
