party in today’s fighting were Azerba-
ijanis of Turkish origin and Persiang
loyal to the Khomeini revolutionary
committees, Both groups are mostly
Shiite Moslem and more conservative.

In a message to the people of Na-
qadeh, Interior Minister Ahmad
Sadr Haj-Seyed.Javadi called for an
end to the fighling “between brother
