Iraq io Convene
UrgentArab -Summii
On Egypt-Israel Pact

BEIRUT, March 20 (UPD—Iraq will
call for an urgent meeting of Arab
foreign and economy ministers to dis-
cuss actions against Egypt for signing
a Middle ‘East Peace pact, the Iragi
news agency said today.

‘The agency said the date of the pro-
jedted parley will be decided upon as
soon as Egyptian President Anwar Sa-
dat signs the peace treaty with Israel,
reportedly set for Monday in Wash-

gAt top Iragqi Foreign Ministry offi-
cial already has informed Arab diplo-
mats in Baghdad of his government's
intentions and asked them to stand by
for' an announcement on the date
of the proposed meeting, the agency

said.

A summit of Arab heads of state in
Baghdad last' November reportedly
agreed to a number of political and
economic sanctions aganist the Egyp-
tian regime, but said such action
would be taken only after Sadat signs
the peace pact. ,
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Kurdish fighters manned road-
blocks throughout Sanandaj and were
still in control of most of the Kurdis-
tan provincial capital as night fell and
the cease-fire was scheduled to begin.

Throughout the day, military heli-
copters made low sweeps over the city
and fired on residents. Hospitals were
Jammed with injured, and doctors
working round-the-clock appealed for
medical supplies.

Deputy Prime Minister Abbas Amir
Entezgam vowed in Tehran to crush
the insurgents and announced the
government was sending troop rein-
forcements to Sanandaj along with
peace envoys, some of them direct
representatives of Islamic leader Aya-
tollah Ruhollah Khomeini.

No troop movements were seen by
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miles west of Tehran but 10 hel.lcopv
ters landed at the local airport.

There also was a brief cease-fire
last night, but it was shattered early
today by rebels who opened fire on
helicopters dropping food supplies to
soldiers in the barracks,
